Speak out for the People of 

China 

 

So often we take our freedoms for granted…

one of them being the freedom of religion 

that we have in America.  Our brothers and 

sisters in China are not so fortunate. 

History of the Linfen Church:  The Linfen 

Church network is an unregistered church in China that in-

cludes 50,000 members who meet in 30 different locations. 

The church traces its history back to the mission work of 

Hudson Taylor's China Inland Mission. One branch of the 

church, in Fushan, was demolished by government officials 

in September 2009. Ten of the church's top leaders are cur-

rently in prison or labor camps, some sentenced to as much 

as seven years on the dubious charge of "disrupting local 

traffic order." 

Now government officials have threatened to tear down the 

Linfen network's flagship church, the Golden Lamp Church.

HE IS RISEN! 

Easter season is upon us.  

April 4, 2010 will mark the 

first day of Easter.  This is 

known as Resurrection Sun-

day in Church History and it 

is the most important day in 

the history of humanity.  The 

sacrifice of the Cross made 

the way for man to be recon-

ciled to God and the empty 

grave made the way for 

man‘s to have eternal life 

with God.

An official 

from the Land Resources Bu-

reau has told a China Aid con-

tact that the church will be 

destroyed. 

Following the attack in Fu-

shan, the Golden Lamp 

Church was surrounded by 

military police, and church 

members have been barred 

from using the 5,000-seat 

church. 

NOW IS THE TIME to pray for 

and speak out on behalf of 

our brothers and sisters in 

China. Please add your voice 

to this rising chorus for jus-

tice.

The 

Pillsbury Doughboy died yes-

terday of a yeast infection and 

trauma complications from 

repeated pokes in the belly. 

He was 71. 

Doughboy was buried in a 

lightly greased coffin. Dozens 

of celebrities turned out to 

pay their respects, including 

Mrs. Butterworth, Hungry 

Jack, the California Raisins, 

Betty Crocker, the Hostess 

Twinkies and Captain Crunch. 

The grave site was piled high 

with flours. 

Aunt Jemima delivered the 

eulogy and lovingly described 

Doughboy as a man who 

never knew how much he was 

kneaded. Doughboy rose 

quickly in show business, but 

his later life was filled with 

turnovers. He was not consid-

ered a very smart cookie, 

wasting much of his dough on 

half-baked schemes. Despite 

being a little flaky at times, he 

still was a crusty old man and 

was considered a positive roll 

model for millions.

Mousse Squares 

INGREDIENTS ... 

48 NILLA Wafers, divided 

3/4 cup boiling water 

1 (3 ounce) package JELL-O 

Lemon Flavor Gelatin 

1 cup ice cubes 

1 (8 ounce) package PHILA-

DELPHIA Cream Cheese, sof-

tened 

1/4 cup sugar 

2 teaspoons lemon zest 

1 (8 ounce) tub COOL WHIP 

Whipped Topping, thawed, 

divided 

1/3 cup raspberry preserves 

1 1/2 cups fresh fruit 

DIRECTIONS... 

1.Stand 16 wafers around 

edge of plastic wrap-lined 8-

inch square pan. Add boiling 

water to gelatin mix; stir 2 

min. until completely dis-

solved. Stir in ice until melted.  

2.Beat next 3 ingredients in 

large bowl with mixer until 

blended. Gradually beat in 

gelatin. Whisk in 2 cups COOL 

WHIP.  

3.Pour half the gelatin mixture 

into prepared pan; cover with 

16 wafers. Microwave pre-

serves on HIGH 15 sec. or 

until melted; brush onto wa-

fers. Top with remaining gela-

tin mixture and wafers.  

4.Refrigerate 4 hours or until 

firm. Invert dessert onto plate; 

top with remaining COOL WHIP 

and fruit.

PASCHAL CANDLE... 

 

This large, white candle is an ancient 

symbol for Christ, the light of the world. 

The candle contains a cross and/or an 

Alpha and Omega to symbolize that 

Jesus is eternal and always present 

with his people. Also called the Easter 

candle, it plays a prominent role during 

Easter vigils and celebrations. Some 

churches also use the candle during 

baptisms and funerals.

EYE ON CULTURE:  Here we go again! 

 

Here we go again!  I hate to keep saying I told you so, but I did!  The Gay 

Agenda continues to move forward under false precepts against the will of the 

people and God when pertaining to the issue of marriage.

It sounds like 

he has the best interests of equality in mind.  But as he advances this agenda he violates the 

founding principles of this Nation, the Law of God and he disenfranchises the family by sacri-

ficing the meaning of marriage.  I believe he is sincere, but I believe he and others like him are 

sincerely wrong and will hurt society if his ideology is stopped.  He believes that those who 

oppose Gay Marriage are against equality and that we disenfranchise this group of people.  He 

is totally missing the issue.  This is about marriage, the family and the good of society.  This in 

no way denies anyone the right to ―life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness.‖  Gays and Lesbi-

ans are free to choose their lifestyle.
