sounds too good to be true! Isit? I believe so, because as we keep an eye on
culture we have to realize that many times what someone says they believe in
may not actually impact their life. After all, if 90% of American’s truly believe in
God and desire to follow Him shouldn’t we see a godly difference in our cul-
ture? If we believe in God should abortion be an issue in our culture? If we
believe in God should redefining marriage be an issue in our culture? If we
believe in God shouldn’t prayer and Bible reading be allowed in the public
arena? The fact is we believe one thing but live out another thing...the moral
climate of our culture leads to a conclusion that our belief in God is not impact-
ing our cultures moral compass.

Gallop Poll also discovered that 86% of Americans believe they can have a
good relationship with God without being involved in a church. Now the truth
about our culture begins to surface. The reality is that while we say we believe
in God, we choose to come to God and faith according to our own terms and
conditions. We want to believe in God and reap His blessings, but we do not
want standards or expectations associated with our belief in God. The truth is
that for many who claim to believe in God they have created a god of their own
liking, which is a form of idolatry.

If America is ever going to get back on the right track, we cannot just say we
believe in God. Our belief in God must align itself with the God of the Scrip-
tures. If not it is simply a god of our own liking...an idol of the mind. It is time
to tear down the idols in our minds by being transformed by the renewing of our
minds. Then perhaps our culture will truly see Godly transformation.

Romans 12:2 “Do not conform any longer to the pattern of this world, but be
transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to test and
approve what God's will is—his good, pleasing and perfect will.”

As you read Cyndi’s email | hope you pick up on the
real danger of serving in a foreign country...this is as real as
it gets to the front lines. | hope you enjoy this Mission Mo-
ment. Pastor Chris

Hello All, Just when we get used to peace and quiet...

Yesterday the national police here in Ecuador went on
strike. In a matter of a few short hours, chaos reigned su-
preme here in our little country. With the absence of any
kind of police presence on the streets, looters were robbing
banks and stores, traffic was hopelessly snarled and we
were finding ourselves facing a crisis that we usually associ-
ate with some Middle Eastern war torn country. Over the
past several months there has been a growing rumble of dis-
content spreading regarding the policies of our President,
Rafael Correa. Yesterday, with a well timed bit of misinfor-
mation, that discontent boiled over.

The police took over the three international airports in the
country (Quito, Guayaquil and Manta) and shut them
down. Roads into the capital (Quito) were cut off, and
blocked with burning tires. (In case you're wondering, like |
was, why they burn tires, it is because they can't be extin-
guished and they create a lovely black smoke. Learn some-
thing new every day.) President Correa went to one of the
main sites of the protest to try and open a dialogue with the
protesters and found himself pelted with rocks, water bot-
tles, garbage and whatever else people could find. Then
someone threw a tear gas canister and caught him in the
face, nearly asphyxiating him. He was then taken to the po-
lice hospital nearby for treatment where he was to remain for
nearly 12 hours, as the angry mob outside surrounded the
hospital and made it impossible to move the President to
safety.

We were all at home by this time, as our school was evacu-
ated at about noon. The streets were eerily quiet in our
neighborhood, although just a few blocks away they were
teeming with an angry mob, and we waited anxiously trying to
determine what was happening. At about 9 last night, the
military intervened to rescue the President and bring him
back to the Presidential Palace. There was a gun battle be-
tween the military and the police, which we could hear from
our house. Two police officers and a member of the military
lost their lives. The President was rescued and he is now
back in the Palace.

There is a TV station located caddy-corner from our
house. The police had taken over the transmission on all of
the national stations, and a group of protesters showed up at
the station across the street and began shouting, milling
around, burning things and just generally making a
ruckus. Fortunately the protest did not last long, as it was a
little too close for comfort, given what was happening else-
where.

| don't know that | can describe the feelings from yester-
day. Anarchy looks great in the movies, but there is the gen-
eral assumption that when the credits roll, everything is back
to normal. The credits haven't rolled yet. Last night | watched
a man get shot and killed on LIVE TV. It wasn't pretend. The
media here is not as sanitized as it is in the US, so we saw
what we saw. | heard gunshots from my house. This whole
thing played out within two miles of where we live, and some
of it landed almost in our front yard. We are now living under
martial law, with any and all civil liberties virtually eliminated.
It has been quiet here today-almost too quiet. We seem to be
waiting for the other shoe to drop.

Please keep our little country in your prayers. Pray that a dia-
logue can be opened before something else happens. The
general feeling is that it's not over yet. Pray for our Presi-
dent. He has survived a coup attempt. Now he must find a
way to put the country back together. Please pray for our fam-
ily. Daniel is away at school, and struggling with not being
here with his family. Heather and Kristina are worried, as they
understand what has happened. Patrick just knows that
things are not right. He asked me yesterday why the men
were fighting. How do you explain a coup to a 7 year
old? There just aren't words enough.

We know, beyond a shadow of a doubt, that God is in con-
trol. Last night we felt the prayers as friends who saw Face-
book and news reports called and wrote to let us know that
they were praying. Yesterday could have been so much
worse. At one point, the President challenged the protesters,
saying "You want to kill the President? Here | am! Kill
me!" This was said to an angry mob of police officers who
were all FULLY ARMED and functioning under a mob mentality
at this point. Not one of them made a move to shoot
him. Had that happened, we would be in a far more danger-
ous situation than we are now, as war would have broken
out. | firmly believe that the Lord stayed the hand of every
police officer in that crowd. He knew.

Someone said yesterday that they felt like a "real" mission-
ary. 1don't know that this makes me feel any more like a mis-
sionary. | do know that it makes me aware, possibly like never
before, that we live in a dangerous world. It's not just on TV
anymore. My brother called yesterday and offered to fly all of
us out of here. The airports were closed, so it was kind of a
moot point. | won't lie, friends. There was a part of me that
wanted to pack my jammies and get out of here as soon as
we could. The Lord knew that too. In the hours since things
have died down, He has quieted my heart. | don't feel like |
need to take my family and leave. We covet your prayers like
never before though, as we fight this new battle in the
trenches.

TITHING CAN HELP YOUL...

Before Israel entered into the new land God gave them, He
described the significance of their new life. Included were
teachings about tithing. Often tithing is interpreted as some-
thing we are to do for God, but actually, tithing can help you
and please Him, too.

In Deuteronomy 14, the Bible says, "Make an offering of ten
percent, a tithe, of all the produce which grows in your fields
year after year. Bring this into the Presence of GOD, your God,
at the place He designates for worship...In this way you will
learn to live in deep reverence before GOD, your God, as long
as you live...You and your family can then feast in the Pres-
ence of GOD, your God, and have a good time" (Deut. 14:22-
23,26 The Message).

Have you ever listened to someone tell you that you should
tithe and thought, "Do they know my needs? What is tithing
going to do for me?" Read on. This Old Testament Scripture
teaches that tithing will help you: Focus on your relationship
with God.

Does God keep a financial ledger on your giving? No, but He
knows your heart and obedience. Tithing was and is a tangi-
ble way of acknowledging Him and His ownership.

Tithing was to be woven into the fabric of life, year after
year. More than a financial transaction, tithing should be a
spiritual dialogue where you are saying that God is preeminent
in your life. Develop a stronger relationship with God. Note
how and why the Israelites were to tithe. "Bring this into the
Presence of GOD, your God, at the place He designates for
worship...In this way you will learn to live in deep reverence
before GOD, your God, as long as you live" (vs. 23).

Learning the discipline of obedient tithing will enhance and
strengthen your commitment to God.

Enjoy your relationship with God. When the Israelites tithed,
they were to have a good time. Have a good time tithing? For
today's believer...it may mean spiritual contentment, enriched
fellowship with other believers, and the ability to help minister
to people of all ages through your church.
